Agreement).

In accordane with the terms of reference for admistration ofthe Agreement Budget included in the
Resolution on Financial mattéesthefinancial resources of the budget sHad! deived from:

a) Ordinary contributions to the Agreement Trust Fund
The Trust Fund depends on the contrilmns of the ountries Parties to the Agreement. The annual
amount of each Party's conlrition is established, for each trienniynby the Resolution on Finara
Matters adgted at each Meeting of the Parties.

To failitate the administration of the buget, the Paris are requested to pay their contributions as
promptly as possible, but icase no later than at the end of March the corresponding year. Thearties,

in paticular those that pay the minimum contriion, are also requested to consideaying for theentire
triennium in one installment at the beginning of the period.

With 23 Parties between 2011 and 2017, the age d ordinary contributionsreceivedwas aound
250,000 Euros per year (including amr®from previous years received).

b) Voluntary contibutions, including cefunding
Voluntary contributions to ACCOBAMS inclutie voluntary contributions from Partieand external
funding provided by partneg Organizations for joint activities (etunding) or by donors for the
implementation ¢ ad-hocprojects. ACCOBAMS has also received, in the past, voluntary contributions from
non-Party Range States or from privatexgoankes.

Between 2002 and Z®, the cah budget of the Agreement averages 500,000 Eypesyear coming from
39% of ordinargontributionsand 61% of voluntary contributions.

It should be enphasized that the administrative functioning dfetAgreement is strongly supported liye
Principaliy of Monaco under the Headquarters rkgment with the Host Country. Thi®mtribution is
estimated at around 18000 Eups per year since 201#h{s suppat was not assessed before 2014).

From the 202022 triennium, voluntary contributios and externafunding (including cdunding from
other Organizations) will be presenteseparately in the budget tables so thatluntary contributions be
specific to @untries.

c) ACCOBAMS budget strucadorganization
The ACCOBAMS ordinary budget (i.dopded at eachMeeting of the Parties) is organized in three
categories: i) administratio and general management, ii) institutiah meetings and iii) supporto
consenation actions.

The budget allocad to the firg two categories is aimed at supporgjrthe instituional functions of the
Agreement, in particular the functioning of the Peanent Secretariat and the meetings of tléferent
ACCOBAMS bodies.

The budgetallocated to support conservatioactions allowsto cover activities that contributeot the
implemertation of the Agreement or that support the Parties in implementing ACCCBAMVisions.
These activities include ¢horganization of expert workhops or tainings, the elaboration of techedl
documents(such as guidelines) or the implemetitan of pilot studies. This is one of the ACCOBAMS
specificities and added value comparedother Multilateral Environmental Agegnents who do not have
budgetallocatedto support conservation actions.
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However, evenfithis budget from ordinary contributins allows themplementation of some activities, it is
not sufficient for expensive omtgescale conservation activities, in nigular for field work, or ér the
dewelopment of a comprehensive capachiuilding prgram.

Except for the voluntary conbutions madeby some Parties to support the organization of institutional
meetings, suclas the Meetings of the Parties, volunyacortributions from Partiesare mainlyintended to
support conservation @ions. Adhoc projects supported by donors are alsatended to sipport
conservation actions.

As the administrative and institutional funébning of the Agreement is ensured throlgthe ordinary
contributions and the catribution of the Principality of Monaco under te Headquarters Agreement,
ambitious caservation actons rely therefore largely on the mobilization of additional funding (vaitary
contributions and external funding)

Beween 2015 and 2018, 46%f the total cash budget ofthe Agreement was provided thugh external
funding, specifically 24 was providetty the MAVA Foundation. The peak in the voluntary contributions in
2016 caresponds to the 1.5 Million Euros proeid bythe MAVA Foundation tgupport the ACCOBAMS
Surveylnitiative. Considering the ckwe of the MAVA Foundation in 2023, is necessaryo ensure
diversification of the external sources of funding.

In additionto the Trust Fund, ACCOBAMS also hastimdementary Conservationurds (SCFstablished

in acordance withArticle IX, paraglJK o X 2 F ( Qrder BiNdseSs¥ Sgiinds available for
monitoring, research, training and projects relatinghe conservation of cetaceahsp C dzihéRSCF d&re2 NJ
provided by volatary contibutions of Parts or from any other sources.

The SCF becanmperational in 2004 athe Second Metng of the Parties and sinc@005, 20 projects with
budget less than 15.@euros have been funded under the SCF.

Snce 2011, project$o be funded urder the SCF arselected through calls for propals launched by the
Secretariat, in cosultation wih the Bureau of the Parties. The procedure for the ACCOBAMS calls for
proposals has been adopted in 2013 through dtatson 5.5.
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The SCF has #sificant role in supporing ACCOBAMS conservation inifias in developing countries
and counties with ecoromies in transition. It allows to support applied conservation projectscinding
field work, to support capacity bilding and exchange of begtracticeson cetaceans moioring and
conservation. Thesenpjects contribute in particular to povide seed mory to organizations with limited
access to other funding sources.

1.2. In-kind contributions from Parties, Partners ah other stakeholders to ACC@BAS
implementation

ACCOBMS, as a regional cooperatid@rganization, represents a community otakeholders waoking
towards a common goal. It is functioning is based on the mobilizatistakeholders such as countries
representtives, scientists, expes, profed a A 2 yand tlde dnimation of networks of stakolders.

In addition to the ACCOBAMZrties repreented by their National Focal Points, other stakeholders, such

NGOs, Foundations... that could beferred to as "ACCOBAMS communitgiévelop and irplement
actions / projects aimed at the conservation of cetaceans or tbatribute to cetacean conservation.

Sone ofthese stakeholders arevolved in ACCOBAMS, within the framework of the Scien@ifimmittee
or as Partners of ACCOBAMG® this is ot systematic.

If we consider the ACCOBAMS community in its broadest toway a vast set of activities and prois b
implemented in the whie Ageement area. Although these actions are not carriedt awithin the
institutional frameworkof the Agreemat and financed through the Agreement's budget, they contribute
to the impkementation of ACCOBAMS.

Taking into corigderation the diversity of ativities and projects covered, it is difficult to assese tiotal
funding mobilized by the ACCAHES community.However, after a quick review of the available
information (from the repots of the Parties, the Scientific Comnit, the Partners and of theub-Regiond
Coordination Units), it appears that these acts and projects are financed through:

- public fundsof States,

- own funds of the organizations that implement them or

- externalfunding mobilized in the framework of epific projects.

All theseactivities can be considered askimd contribution to tle Agreement implementation.

In additon, involvemen and participation of experts and other stakeholders in ACCOBAMS astivitie
(contribution and time dedicated to ACBAMSactivities, such as p#cipation in expert workshops,
participation in ACCOBAM®dA S& YSSGAYyI&aX0 asisRadyelsets/contribugodin dzy G I N
kind to the implementation of ACCOBAMS.

The ACCBAMS community participates in the molziation of funding for conseration actions that
contribute to the implementation of ACCBAMS, beyond the ACCOBAMS institutidrieemework sensu

2. FROM ANALYSIS TO ACTION
2.10bjective of theACCOBAMS Funding Strategy

The objecive of the furding strategy is to support the implementation of the ACCOBAMS Strategyfand
the subsequent Jears Programs of Wk adopted by the Meeting othe Parties.

It is intended for all stakeholders who coiltute, directly or indiredy, to the implementation of
ACCOBAMS.

2.2 Duration

The ACCOBAMS Funding Strategy has been devefakied into consideration the ACCOBAM&tSgy
timeframe and shalbe revisedvhen updating the ACCOBAMS Strategy.

2.3. Key acions
The actionsdentified below arenot listed in orer of priority and some of them are interlinked.

a) Monitor external fundingopportunities
The overview of availablaifiding possibilities inhte regionpresented to the Sixth Meeting of the Parties
(Monaco,22-25 Novemler 2016} lists thedonors (both pulit and private) that may be of interest to the
ACCOBAMS community to deyelprojects and activities that would caitiute to the implementaibn of
ACOBAMS.

The ACCOBAMS Strategy also provides Smatreariat, Scientific Committee, Raers regularly iform
Parties about call of proposals and other funding opportunities, tgtoamailing list (Activity A.3.1.3). In
addition to email, the NECCOBAMS giform can be used to disseminate this informatio

Monitoring funding opportunities lows to be inforned and to disseminate information on the funding
opportunities in order tasupport the development of project propals.

b) Encourage developent of mutilateral/transboundary projects
The ACCOBAMS r8tegy provides that Secretariat, Pées, Partners, Samtific Committee encourage
development of multilateral/transboundary projés so that project proposals be develapavith the
support of ACOBAMS bodis Activity A.3.1.4).

Coordination,collaboratbn, exhange of information, standarition and synchmazation of monitoring
programs and scientific protocols are key elements be sought in the development of
multilateral/transboundary projets and dmors pay particular attention to thesequestions when
evaluating project proposals.

Advising project leders in the development of their projects, facilitating liaison betweentrms,
catalyzing efforts are actions thaan contribute to sucassful fundaisng.

increase thdeverage effect of the projects and contribute to avoid duplication obrésfwith ACCOBAMS
activities.

In the cae of cetacean conservath projecs developed outside the scope of ACGOBS, projet
coordinators are encouraged to esthigh a link with £COBAMS to ensure the results of their project be
taken into consideratioly ACCOBAMS, in particular recommendaidessons learned and bepracties.

c) Build capacities in project dev@pment/managemert
Some stakeholders in the ACCGBS community, esgially researchers and civil society organizations
(NGOs) from developingountries, do not always have the necegsaxperience to developolid progct
proposals in the context of international fdraishg.

Organizing training actiies (such as wodhops) on project formulation, design and management can
contribute to incease the capacities of the ACCOBAMS conityin fundraisings, iparticularfor experts
and organizations from developinguaries.

If budget allows, a trainigp workshop on pract development and fundraising could be organized during
the 20262022 trennium.

It should be underlined that piects funded under the AGOBAMS Sptementary Conservation Fund can
provide a firstexperence n project development/mangement to projectcoordinators and help them to
develop their skills in this field.

d) Strengthen the mobilization of voluntary contribtions from ACCOBAMS Pm$, incluing for the
Supplementary Conservation Funds
The lack of vidbility on activities thatcan be funded thwugh voluntary contributions is a challenge for
ensuring efficient elabora&in and planning of the-8ears ProgramfoNork.

Consulting andaising wih Parties, as it was done for example throughe tCdlfor Voluntary Contribution
issuued by the Perman® Secretariat for the 2012016 and 201-2019 trienniums, is necessary for
mobilizing voluntary contributions fohe realization of certaimctions.

Thenew format for the Program of Work and Budg the triennium will allow the Paigs to identify tle
actions that could be funded through voluntary contributions during theelhg of Parties.

Parties are invited @ inform the Meeting of he Partiesabout potential allocation of voluntary
contributionsin order to facilitate the planimg of the activiies on the 3years triennium period.

The ACCOBAMS Supplementary Conservattund, which relies on voluntary comtions from
ACCOBAMS Rias, is asignificant tool for ACCOBAMS to suppoonsenation initiatives. It allows to fund
applied conservatin projects, to support capacity building and exchange of best practicaztaceans
monitoring and conservation ideveloping countries andountrieswith economies in transition.
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Parties ae strondy enmuraged to continue providing pports through valntary contributions to the
ACCOBAMS Supplementary Conservation Fundsdeoingj its significant role isupporting cetaceans
conservationnitiativesin developing countries and countriestivieconamies n transition.

e) Develop or stregthen relationshigs with donors
Mobilizing external resources involves developing a netwddkomors interested in supporting actiotisat
contribute to the ACOBAMS @xtives. To ensure efficieronsultation of doors, ncreasing visibility on
ACCOBAMS§oals and activieés is necessary to demonstrate ACCOBAMS reliability and added value in
implementing projects and initiatives.

Goirg to meet donors, organiag meetirgs o round tables of donorsantribute to raiseinterest and
attention on ACCOBAMS aark opportunitiesto present project ideas.

f) Animate and mobilize the ACCOBAMS community
As mentioned above, the cooperation dimems is essential in cetean conseration and developing
synergies between stakehads catribute to increase the impacif conservation amons undertaken.

The ACCOBAMS Partners network is a structuring supporthE ACCOBAMS community and the
animation of this network, inclding the ‘fecruitment" of new partners, can contribute tdée dewelopment

of new collaboration ad of joint projecs and initiatives. The ACCOBAMS Partner status is granted
according to spdfic rules and criteria established bydRRition 4.20 adopted bACCOBAMSaRies.

In each country, a review of the orgaatmnswhich contribute to ACCOBAMSat®and objectivesan be
done and information on the ACCOBAMS Partner status can be disdethtn organizations that are ng
Partnes in order to invite then to applyfor this datus.

Also, the NETCCOBAMS platf@houldbe an excellent media to shaieformation and toanimate the
community in a perspective of developing new collaborationd afforts for resource mobilization.

g) Strengthencommunication and outreach on ACCOBAMS
Successfufundraising relies on effective and leyant communicatin. Disseminating information on
cetacean conservation issues, highlightthg actions carried out by ACCOBAMS amchmunicating on
their impacts comribute to enhance the image of ACCOBAMS, to rai¥est on cetacean conservation
andto attract new funds and support.

Updating the ACCOBAMS webpage regularly, publishing newsocial media and creating outreach
material are decisive to imease vigility on ACCOBAMS. Participating in nationaitsagl/international

fora, meetings andconferences releant to ACCOBAMS objectives, organizing side events on specific
activities dso contribute to present ACCOBAMS atitigiand to strengthen ACh . ! aré¢p@adiion.
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The development of an ACCOBAMS Inftiitam/Communication Strategy is a kstep for strengthaing
ACCOBAMS visibility and reputation, being mindful of the virtuous bgtlveen communication/outreach
and fundaising.

h) Collaboration key sucess fctor in fundraising
In a context of growthn martime activities (fisheries, manne transport, irdustries, tourism, oil and gas
exploitation ...), and therefore of pressig®n cetaceans, the ACCOBAMS missioroehlnbe fully realized
within the framework of collaboration with relevant internainal/regional organizations, such aket
Regional Seaso@Bventionsc the Barcelona Convention and the Bucharest Conventaim to protect the
marine environment, GFGIMAOwhen addressing inteions with fisheries, IMO for maritime traffic

In addition, several activities supportedy ACCOBAMS coturite directly to the implementation of
regional environmental policies, duas the EU Marine Strategy Frameworkeflive and the Ecosyste
Approach pomoted by the Regional Sea Conventions.

Defining ACCOBAMS priorities and actesti taking into cosideration other relevant frameworks,
strengthening collaborations and ems&g synergies with relevant organizat®are fundamental to aval
duplicaion of efforts and to contribute to increase \idity on ACCOBAMS activities. Thsoatontributes
to reinforce the sustainability of the actions undertaken under ACCOBAMScesisind to "reassure'
potential funders o the non-duplication offunding.

i) Dewlop partnerships with the private sector

The development of specific initiatives, such as the MagrsatSpecies Champion Programme developed
under the CMS Family, cloalso catribute to involve the private sector in cetageaon®rvation efforts.

j) Engage ircrowdfunding
Crowdfunding is a financing method that involves funding a project with relatinedgest contributions
from a large groumf individuals, rather thn seekingsubstantial sums from a small number of investor
The funding campaign and transasths are typically anducted online through dedicated crowdfunding
sites, often in conjunctionvith social networking sites. Depending the project, campaignantributors
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may be essentially making donations, investiaga potential future return on inegment, or prepayilg for
a product or service

Crowdfunding can be developed by any orgation willing to do so. However, succadstrowdfunding
requires significan visibility and reputation, in particular on siet media, and can be considered for
supporting concreteconservation activities only.

k) Explore innovative financing mechanisms
The issue of innovative financing mechangsemerged in the 2000s i the eskblishment of the High
Level Dialogue on Finangifor Development under the UN GeradrAssembly, takingnto consideration
the limits of traditional development assistance to filithe commitment of the United Nationdglillennium
Declaration toachieve sstanable development and eradicate poverty. Amber of innovative financing
initiatives have been lawhed since then, most of them to contribute to fund new global programs on
health or climate change mitigation/adagiion. As an example, UIRBMAP, aspart of its Updated
Resource Mobilization Stratggadoged in 2017 at COP20introduced a reflection orthe opportunity to
establish an environmental tax for cruise ships.

3. CONCUSION AND WAY FORWARD

To achieve ACCOBANMoal and mission as d&l in the 2014-2025 ACCOBAMS Strategy, ambitious
conservaion adions are necessary.

ACCOBAM&dministrative andnstitutional functioning relies othe annual ordinary contributions paiboly
the Parties and on thallowance proided by thePrincipalityof Monacoto the Permanent Secretariat,
underthe Headquartrs Ageement. However, additional fuds are necessarpif supporting conservation
actions, from voluntary contributions offered tRarties or from external sources (incind cofunding
from other Organizatons).

The actions identified in this Funding@egyare wayforward to strengthen esource mobilizatin. Some
of them can be implemented by ACCOBAMS bodies on a daily basiloamat require specific means,
some othes require allocating sp#fic budggt.

Some of the main recommendations of thisnding Strategy are specifically target to ACCOBAMS
bodies. Others are intended for all stakeholders who contribute, directly ordirectly, to the
implementation of ACCQG¥S.

The recommendatios of the AZCOBMS Funding Strategy as listed below couladdmestered as a toolbox
for supportig ACCOBAMS fundiagd implementation:
